Dr Lisa Hobart: Good morning. I’m Dr Lisa Hobart and I’m an expert on animals and their senses. I work in the Grange Park Zoo, where I spend most of my time studying the animals. I record lots of videos of them and then study these videos to understand more about how they use their senses. I’m going to tell you about some of the animals which can do amazing things with their senses.
Okay, so let’s start with an animal that has night vision. Humans are very bad at seeing things in the dark, but some types of snakes can do this easily. They have a second pair of eyes which can ‘see’ the heat coming from the bodies of other animals. This means that they can hunt for food in the dark.
The next animal I want to talk about is the elephant. We know that elephants have excellent memories, but they also have very sensitive feet. Elephants can feel small movements in the ground from other elephants that are up to 15 km away.
They can also work out if another elephant is a friend or not.
One of my favourite examples is the deer. These animals have the amazing ability to sense if a food is good for them or not. You think that they do this by smell, but actually they learn about different foods by eating. If they feel full after eating a food, they learn that this is good, and they remember this information.
Finally, there is the shark, which uses electricity to hunt for food. Sharks have little holes all over their faces which can detect the changes in electricity in the water as fish swim around. This means they can find food even in deep water.
So, as you can see, animals have some amazing abilities with their senses.
